spection., While Project Dorian apparently was not approved
primarily based on this role, its application in this field
should not be disregarded, The high resolution expected and
the capability for target differentiation would seem to make
.., this a valuable means of acquiring intelligence. General
" Dean has also informed me that he must be able to discuss
" matters concerning Project Dorian with his OSD counterparts.

'3, Since a valid "need-to-know" apparently exists for five
persons at the Arms Control and Disarmament Agency, 1t cer-
tainly does not seem unreasonable to have my two action

officers also cleared. I would appreclate your assistance

in resolving this mnatter, ' .
