The second item,(atch 2) is a proposed Aerospace Corp. 
advertisement for personnel recruitment. ROL is more prominent 
in this one because they are using it as an attraction for • 
potential employees. Major Cohec,recomiends deleting all SOL 
reference becauses

(b) Other contractors mill want to do similar advertising if 
ws allow this. 

(c) Mention of MOL in the ad is not important d. theyeould.i 
substitute something likes "an exciting newleanned'space program.. 



(d) The ad will not attract the type of people needed.
