MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Senate Armed Services Committee Testimony
on the NRO

On Friday, February 8, I was contacted by Colonel Kutyna
regarding Senator Symington's line of questioning on the NRO
to Dr. McLucas during the Senate Armed Services Committee
Hearing on February 7 (copy is attached). Colonel Kutyna
related that Dr. McLucas had asked Colonel Usher to work
toward cleaning up the record. Colonel Usher had, in turn,
given the problem to General Boswell, SAFLL. Colonel Kutyna
suggested that I speak with Colonel Usher on the matter. I
offered him our assistance and he suggested that we get to-
gether with General Boswell.

Later in the morning, I was called down to see General
Boswell. He had also called Colonel Armstrong and Lt Colonels
‘Gleske and Dahmen of SAFLL to be present. General Boswell had
discussed the security problem with Mr. Braswell, head of the
Committee's staff. It was agreed that Mr. Ticer, Chief Clerk
of the Committee should be apprised of the situation. General
Boswell was concerned with the mechanics of cleaning up the
testimony within the Pentagon security review process. I
explained that the entire segment should be cut out of the
testimony and that uncut documents must be classified TOP SECRET-
Sensitive. In addition, the normal Air Force and OSD Security
Review mechanism should not be employed in this case. He called
Mr. SD Security Review, who, it turned out, did not
hav“arances. Mr. Hinkle said that he would take the
mat Mr. Friedheim. General Boswell then asked
Lt Colonel Gleske and me to work with Mr. Ticer after the
documents were ready at the printers.
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On Tuesday, February 12, Lt Colonel Gleske called me to

say that the transcripts were ready. Colonel Armstrong picked

up seven copies for the Air Force. Six ‘additional copies were
sent to Mr. Ticer on the Armed Services Committee Staff.
Arrangements were made for Colonel Gleske and me to meet with

Mr. Ticer later in the day. We then cut out the NRO related
portion from six of the seven Air Force copies. The remaining
one copy was transferred to me. The six copies would be used

~ in the normal Air Staff review. All purged sections were retained

by us. '

In the afternoon we met with Mr. Braswell and Mr. Ticer.
It was agreed that of the six copies in the possession of the
Committee, two would remain uncut at the TOP SECRET-Sensitive
classification. Two more were cut and reduced to TOP SECRET
and retained by the Committee. The other two were transferred
to the Air Force. One of these will be edited and cut to make
the document unclassified for the Congressional Record. The
final copy will be left intact and all the editions and inser-
tions for the record, including the NRO portion, will be made.
This copy will be retained in the Committee files as permanent
record at the TOP SECRET-Sensitive level. All other copies will
be destroyed after this process takes place.

During our session Mr. Braswell indicated that he thought
that this problem would be able to be worked out satisfactorily
but that things were getting '"looser" and he did not know how
long we could protect this kind of information.

Colonel Gleske and I agreed that the NRO portion would be
pulled out for the normal edition process and then inserted
immediately prior to tramnsmittal to the Committee.

On February 13, General Boswell told me that Mr. Friedheim
wished to review the document personally based upon what Mr. Hinkle
had told him. I indicated that our preference is that the NRO
portion be handled separately with Mr. Friedheim. General Boswell
also indicated that he would have to talk to Senator Symington
about this matter. I am not clear what this would accomplish
since the Committee Staff appeared satisfied with the arrangement
at this time
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Unless overruled or overtaken, we plan to stress the
separate handling of the NRO testimony in the Pentagon, and
will continue opposition to the entering of the testimony

into the normal review process.

I have requested NRO Security and CIA Special Security to
administer inadvertent disclosure oaths to the several people
who had no clearances but were in attendance at the hearing.
